The &L Escorial Monastery

Our students live and study in the prestigious
boarding school within the El Escorial Monastery,
the Real Colegio Alfonso XIl. The Monastery was
commissioned by the Emperor Philip Il in the 16th
century and is now a UNESCO World Heritage Site.
This monument is internationally known as the
"Eighth Wonder of the World” and is a major
tourist attraction visited annually by hundreds of
thousands of people. In the summer, our

students are lucky enough to call this palace their
home.



ﬂCCOdeatlan Students will enjoy full room and board at the

Real Colegio Alfonso XlI, one of the most prestigious boarding schools in
Spain. The school is hundreds of years old but has completely renovated

facilities: dorms, classrooms, audiovisual rooms, and a royally decorated

theater. During their stay, students get to see parts of the Monastery that are

not open to the public, with classical paintings and other historical artifacts.

'ﬂctivitied The sports complex called El Bosquecillo (the little forest), is
equipped for a variety of sports including swimming, soccer, tennis,
basketball, and volleyball. Students also have Magic Lessons and Fencing
Lessons with professional instructors. During these activities, students
practice their new language skills and get to know their fellow campers.

Classes

Students receive 15 Spanish language classes
each week, Monday-Friday, taught by experienced
teachers.
